














Car line Niw

Line Niw is recommended for home garden apiaries. Creates colonies of me-
dium strength, of a slower spring development. Exploits all nectar flows especially
in summer (acacia, raspberry, lime, alder buckthorn). In interbreeding crossing (Niw
x Asta) colonies achieve strength for oilseed rape. In productivity of honey they are
equal to lines S and R. Is mild and non-swarming, gathers much pollen. Maintain
order in the hive. Widening foundation ,straight ahead” has a negative effect on
progress of bees to upper parts of nest and following bodies. In beekeeping practi-
ce have application in colonising wedding hives, insemination boxes, creating new
hive family community units, brings positive results in the subjection to queens of
changed breed and line.

Cau line PwK

Line PwK distinguishes itself with high honey production. Colonies over-winter
well, despite this spring development is later. Bees are non-swarming and mild, but
in uncontrolled mating selection in following generations there may be increased
swarming and less mildness. In periods of nectar flow bees restrict queen in egg
laying. Queens of Caucasian line PwK during preparation for winter most often ce-
ase egg laying, and in spring at the latest undertake egg laying, therefore among
other lines PwK creates colonies of medium strength. In selection of parental pairs
fulfils role of maternal and paternal material. Because of high level of homozygote-
neity we limit introduction of reproducing gueens in the pure line.
